Women’s Division - Coaches & Managers Duties

The duties of coaches and managers in the RCSA are as follows:

1
Follow and uphold the Women’s Division’s rules.

2
Follow and uphold the RCSA Bylaws.

3
Represent the team, or appoint a designee who shall represent the team, at all official meetings of the


Women’s Division and Joint Managers Meetings.
4
Make sure that all members of their respective teams are registered and meet eligibility guidelines as


outlined in Section 3.0 of the Women’s Divisions’ Rules.

5
Responsible for providing team roster changes in writing to the Women’s Division Commissioner.
6
Advise the Women’s Division Commissioner of team disbandment.
4
Follow and uphold the RCSA Drug and Alcohol “No Tolerance” policy as well as the Drug and


Alcohol policies at participating fields.
5
Comply with an Umpire’s attempt to enforce code of conduct items (RCSA rules, 15.2, items a-j).

6
Provide input to the Women’s Division Commissioner to ensure that players are rated properly during


the current season.
7
Schedule and lead team practices throughout the season.

8
Teach players about softball and help them grow as players.

9
Encourage and direct players in a positive manner.

10
Act as a role model to other players.

11
Place names of all available players on the line up sheet prior to the start of games, including both


starting players and all substitutes. Copies of line up sheets must be kept until the end of the season.

12
Present the team’s batting order on the official line up sheet to the home plate Umpire and to the


opposing team at least five (5) minutes prior to the start of each game. The starting players will be


listed in batting order with all substitutes noted.

The home team must provide one (1) new ball and one (1) back up ball to the home plate Umpire at

least five (5) minutes prior to the start of each game.

13
Be the point of communication between the team and the Umpire.
14
Make sure the team has a scorekeeper for the team’s home games. If the home team doesn’t have a


score keeper, the opposing team’s score keeper can keep the official score.
15
Report, by e-mail, all game scores to the Women’s Division Secretary by 8 pm on the following day.

16
If it will be necessary for your team to forfeit, notify the Women’s Division Commissioner and the


opposing team’s manager at least 24 hours before game time. Failure to follow this duty will result in


a progressive fine: $25, $50, $75. Example: On a day your team has a double header, if you forfeit


both games with out 24 hour notice; you incur one $25 fine. The next time you forfeit without 24 hour


notice, you incur a $50 fine for that day. Your team will not be allowed to play on the following

scheduled game day(s) until all fines are paid.
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
